GLOSSARY
Pro forma – Refers to a presentation of
data, such as a balance sheet or income
statement, where certain amounts are
hypothetical. For example, a pro forma
balance sheet might show a debt issue
that has been proposed but has not yet
been consummated.
Value Line Survey – Investment adviso-
ry service that ranks stocks for timeliness
and safety. 1=highest; 2=above average;
3= average; 4=below average; 5=lowest.
Book value – Cost minus accumulated
depreciation; value of an asset carried
on the balance sheet. Can be a guide to
selecting well-priced stocks. Yield –
Return on an investor's capital invest-
ment.
FIFO/LIFO – Inventory accounting
methods. FIFO (First In First Out)
Inventory is assumed to be sold in the
chronological order in which it was pur-
chased. LIFO (Last In First Out) ties cost
of goods sold to the cost of the most
recent (last in) purchases. When prices
are rising, LIFO causes a higher cost of
goods sold; thus lower profit (and lower
taxes).
Fiscal year – An accounting period at
the end of which books are closed and
the profit or loss determined.

Statement of cash flows – An analysis
of cash flow, showing how changes in
balance sheet and income accounts
affects cash and cash equivalents; breaks
down the analysis according to operat-
ing, investing and financing activities.
Can reveal healthy vs. unhealthy trends
and help predict future cash require-
ments.
Bull market – A prolonged rise in prices
of stocks, bonds and commodities and
characterized by high trading volume.
Bear market – A prolonged period of
falling prices. In stocks, usually brought
on by the anticipation of declining eco-
nomic activity.  In bonds, usually
brought on by rising interest rates.
Dilution – Effect on EPS (earnings per
share) and book value per share if all
convertible securities were converted or
all warrants or stock options were exer-
cised (Many valuation sources, including
Value Line, now report "fully diluted"
shares).
Valuation – Placing a value or worth on
an asset.  Stock valuation is normally
expressed in terms of price/earnings
ratios.  A company with a high P/E is
said to have a high valuation; and a low
P/E has a low valuation.
